points will be updated on a weekly basis and posted on our website.

Season Classic, Haas Best-Ball, Senior Club Championship (50 percent points), Club Championship and the OCC 

Tour Championship.  The October events; the Tree Fund event and the Cross Country Scramble will mark the 

beginning of the next season, making it a "wrap around" series.
